• Date and Time: Spring, 2026 show dates are March 27 and March 28 from 

9:00 a.m. - 3:00 p.m ... 
• Show entry is limited to Sun City residents who are paid members of the Art 

Club. 
• ENTRY FORMS ARE DUE Friday, March 20, 2026. No late forms accepted. 
• CHECK IN FOR ARTWORK is March 25 2026 from 8:00-10:00 a.m. No 

entries will be accepted after check in. 
• All submitted art work must be for sale. 
• Awards: People's choice votes determine award winners. 
• END OF SHOW: All art works on panels, patio and bins must be picked up at 

3:00 p.m. sharp (no earlier) and signed out at the front table. Art works on the 
walls will remain hanging until the next monthly art change. 

• ART STUDIO IS CLOSED to classes and independent work the week prior to 
the show. 

Bargain, Bin, Mini and Card forms required: 
• Patio Special: limit five (5) per person, framed or unframed, priced at $149 or 

less. 
• Bins: limit fifteen (15) per person, unframed, labeled on the front upper 

lefthand corner, shrink wrapped or in clear fitted bags, with backing. No 
saran wrap. 

• Small Works: limit five (5) per person, artwork no more than 8X1 O" excluding 
frame. Must fit on a small art stand/easel. 

• Cards: limit fifty (50) per person. Cards must be placed in a box or basket 
and labeled or signed with artist name and price. 

Tax and Commission: 
• Sales tax and a 10% commission to the Art Club will be deducted from the 

sale price of each art work. The Art Club Treasurer will pay the resulting 
amount to the selling artist by check. 

• All sales are to be processed through the SCPD HOA Office. 
• If a member sells during the show, the member will submit an IRS form W-9 to 

the Club Treasurer. This will be reported to the IRS by the HOA if sale total 
exceeds $600 for the year, and that member will receive Form 1099-MISC 
from the HOA. 
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Art Submission Re2ulations 

1. The following art media may be submitted for Art Club Monthly Hangings and in the 
Arts and Crafts Show: painting, drawing, pastel, mixed media, printmaking, original 
computer generated art, collage, assemblage and other art forms suitable for hanging. 
Giclees on canvass are not acceptable. Media that is under the domain of other 
SCPD clubs including, but not limited to, jewelry, ceramics, photography/digital 
photography, home crafts, fabric, wood and glass pieces will not be accepted for 
display by the Art Club. 

2. Drawings, pastels, watercolors and original art prints must be framed and protected 
by plexiglass, glass, or protective fixative. For safety reasons, plexiglass is preferred. 
Oil and acrylic paintings must be framed or painted on gallery wrapped canvases of 
1.5 inches or more with sides as part of the painting. Art works may be created or 
printed on metal or similar surfaces which must be appropriately prepared for 
hanging. Hanging formats other than those listed must be pre-approved by the 
Display Committee. 

3. See "How to Prepare Your Picture for Hanging" on the Art Club website 
(art.scpdcaclubs.com) or posted in the art studio. All framed artwork must be 
correctly attached to the frame (not attached with tape, etc.). All artwork and frames 
must be in good condition, dry, clean and free of dust. 

4. All art work shall be hung only once in the Arts and Crafts Show and once in a 
Monthly Hanging. 

5. There is a limit of THREE works not to exceed a total of 2000 square inches hanging 
space. One larger work may be allowed at the discretion of the Display Committee. 
(Length x Width = Square Inches including frame) 

6. Entry form must be completed and works labeled correctly. 

7. It is common for student artists to copy the art of masters as a learning tool. Each 
artist is responsible to make sure that the art they copy is in the public domain. Any 
artwork that is copied or inspired by another artist's work should be acknowledged as 
such on the back of the work and on the label describing the work. 

8. The Display Committee Chairperson may reject any art piece for hanging. If this 
occurs, the artist will be given the reason for rejection. 

9. The Art Club has no responsibility for theft or damage to your works of art or frames, 
however caused. 
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
